Adams and Hancock had helped join The colonists to fight against Great
Britain.
British soldiers were also told to find and take the American’'s supplies and
guns in Concord, Massachusetts. A brave man named Paul Revere found
out about the plan. He rode into town o warn the colonists before the
British could get there. The colonists were able To hide Their guns just in
time. Paul Revere also helped Sam Adams and John Hancock hide so the
British could not catch them.
The battle was a very small Fight. When the British arrived, people got
scared. Someone fired a shot from their gun. This made the British
solidiers fight back. The colonists did not have very many people fighting
on their side. They got scared and left The Town. The British army pushed
ahead and marched into the town of Concord.
