Edgar Allan Poe: Journalist Trickster

Edgar Allan Poe [1808-184Y) was a poet and author, but he was also a journalist. In 1844 he wrote

a newspaper story about a hot air balloon crossing the Atlannc Ocean in three days. This was torally
impossible at that time. Today airplanes can eross the ocean in just hours, Balloons can eross ina few days,
but it is stll impossible to cross the Atlantic in three days without engines to speed the balloon.

The New York Saw printed Poc’s story on Aprl 13, 1844 as
a true news account, There was much excitemnent about the
story at the time. Two days later, however, the newspaper
issued a retraction, explaining thart it was in error.,
